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A	coalition	strives	to	bring	together	critical	stakeholders	to	accomplish	a	single	

mission.	TAT9s	coalition	builds	do	just	that,	by	gathering	law	enforcement	and	

members	of	the	trucking	industry	to	work	together	to	close	loopholes	to	traf>ickers,	

who	exploit	victims	and	legitimate	businesses	for	criminal	gain.	The	primary	goal	of	

a	TAT	coalition	build	is	to	establish	an	effective	and	sustainable	working	relationship	

between	the	trucking	industry	and	law	enforcement	statewide,	in	order	to	combat	

the	crime	of	human	traf>icking.	This	is	done	through	our	short-term	and	long-term	

goals.	Much	of	the	short-term	impact	is	seen	immediately	following	the	meeting,	

evidenced	through	the	results	of	the	survey	and	shown	below	under	<same-day	

impact=.	The	long-term	impact	is	the	result	of	follow	up	done	one	month,	three	

months	and	six	months	after	the	meeting.	TAT	>irmly	believes	that	these	meetings	

have	far-reaching	impact,	not	only	in	building	strong	coalitions	between	trucking	

and	law	enforcement	agencies	across	the	United	States,	but	in	ultimately	saving	

lives.	

Short-term	goals:

3.	 Introduce	truck	stop	owners	and	general	managers	to	their	local	law	

enforcement	of>icers	in	order	to	establish	a	local	contact	protocol	through	the	

contact	list.	

4.	 Motivate	more	trucking	companies	to	train	drivers	as	a	result	of	the	build.		

5.	 Motivate	truck	stops	to	train	employees	and	become	points	of	distribution	for	

TAT	materials.	

6.	 Provide	victim-centered	law	enforcement	training	on	human	traf>icking	by	

local	law	enforcement	leaders	and	a	survivor-leader	sharing	her	story.			 	

7.	 Promote	a	change	in	verbiage	and	mentality	in	both	industries	from	

<prostitute=	to	victim.

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Same-day	impact:		

Goal	#1.	Gather	leaders	from	various	law	enforcement	departments,	including	

representatives	from	the	Department	of	Public	Safety	and	the	Department	of	

Transportation,	as	well	as	county	sheriff9s	ofAices,	in	the	same	room	with	

representatives/executives	of	local	trucking	companies	and	truck	stop	owners	

and	managers.	

TAT	co-hosted	this	coalition	build	with	the	Of>ice	of	the	Attorney	General	of	Texas	

and	the	Texas	Trucking	Association.	There	were	truck	stop	general	managers	from	

eleven	cities	and	towns,	one	trucking	company,	two	sheriff's	of>ices,	ten	police	

departments,	Bexar	County	District	Attorney9s	Of>ice,	the	NATSO	Foundation,	the	

Rape	Crisis	Center	and	the	Alamo	Area	Coalition	Against	Traf>icking	represented	at	

the	meeting.	The	following	results	are	based	off	the	survey	gathered	the	day	of	the	

meeting,	which	64%	of	participants	completed.	

Over	half	(61%)	of	respondents	said	they	were	able	to	connect	with	pertinent	

members	of	the	trucking	industry	and	over	half	(71%)	said	they	were	able	to	

connect	with	pertinent	law	enforcement	in	the	room.			
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Goal	#2.	Offer	an	initial	training	on	human	trafAicking	to	all	participants	at	the	

meeting,	as	well	as	offer	concrete	pathways	and	strategies	for	law	enforcement	

and	members	of	the	trucking	industry	to	work	together	to	combat	it.	

95%	of	respondents	said	they	know	what	next	steps	to	take	in	order	to	combat	human	

traf9icking.		
100%	of	respondents	said	presenters	were	knowledgeable	and	approachable.			
100%	of	respondents	said	the	brie9ing	was	a	good	use	of	their	time.		
100%	of	respondents	said	they	would	recommend	attending	a	brie9ing	like	this	to	
others	in	their	9ield.			
100%	of	respondents	said	they	are	better	prepared	to	identify	human	traf9icking	after	
attending	this	brie9ing.

While	a	cultural	shift	in	how	prostituted	people	are	viewed	is	not	easily	quanti>ied,	it	

is	a	critical	piece	of	these	meetings.	From	the	HT	101	training	to	the	presentation	

from	a	survivor's	perspective	to	the	law	enforcement	training,	all	aspects	of	the	day	

are	geared	towards	promoting	a	victim-centered	approach	and	the	belief	that	every	

person	has	a	part	to	play	in	ensuring	that	more	lives	are	saved.

• As	a	result	of	TATs	coalition	builds	conducted	throughout	the	state	of	Texas	in	

2016,	including	Houston,	Lubbock,	Tyler,	and	San	Antonio,	numerous	law	

enforcement	agencies	have	begun	using	TAT	materials	to	train	their	of>icers,	

thus	adopting	a	portion	of	the	Iowa	MVE	model.		

• Since	learning	about	TAT	through	the	coalition	builds,	many	law	enforcement	

agencies	across	Texas	have	begun	using	TAT	materials	to	communicate	with	

members	of	the	trucking	industry	in	their	jurisdictions	and	train	them	about	

human	traf>icking.	These	efforts	have	led	to	another	portion	of	the	Iowa	MVE	

model	being	adopted	and	are	evidenced	below:	

" Talking	to	CDL	instructors	about	utilizing	TAT	training	as	part	of	the	

training	course.		

" Visiting	truck	stops	and	gas	stations	in	their	jurisdiction	with	TAT	

materials,	educating	them	about	human	traf>icking	and	asking	them	

to	utilize	TAT	training	materials.		

" Training	CMVE	departments	with	TAT	materials.		

" Visiting	trucking	companies	and	making	them	aware	of	TAT9s	

program.		

Goal	#6:	Mandate	TAT	training	at	the	CDL	entry-level.		

• Mandating	TAT	training	is	included	in	the	Texas	Trucking	Association9s	

proposed	legislation	set	to	be	introduced	in	the	next	legislative	session.		

Assessment:		

The	meeting	in	San	Antonio	was	highly	productive	and	is	already	having	an	

exponential	impact	across	Texas	in	the	>ight	to	combat	human	traf>icking.	Law	

enforcement	of>icers	and	members	of	the	trucking	industry	are	now	informed	about	

the	issue	and	activated	to	play	their	part.	As	a	result	of	the	meeting,	over	1,000	new	

drivers	are	set	to	be	trained.	Numerous	truck	stop	managers	are	pushing	TAT9s	

message	with	their	employees.	In	just	one	month,	two	law	enforcement	agencies	

have	already	used	TAT	materials	to	train	other	of>icers	and	one	agency	has	

requested	the	rest	of	their	of>icers	be	trained	by	the	Of>ice	of	the	Attorney	General.	

Truckers	Against	Traf>icking	>irmly	believes	that	as	participants	of	the	meeting	

continue	to	use	their	in>luence	to	spread	awareness	around	human	traf>icking	in	

their	communities,	more	calls	will	be	made	and	more	victims	recovered.			

Follow-Up	Goals:		

1.	 More	Texas	drivers	trained	and	registered	as	awareness	of	TAT9s	program	

spreads	through	efforts	by	the	Texas	Trucking	Association,	law	enforcement	

agencies,	and	other	participants	at	the	meeting.	
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2.	 Proposed	legislation	to	pass	at	the	next	legislative	session,	making	TAT	training	

mandatory	to	all	new	CDL	holders	in	Texas.		

3.	 Continued	training	for	law	enforcement	departments	by	the	Of>ice	of	the	

Attorney	General9s	human	traf>icking	task	force,	as	well	as	TAT	training	materials	

being	used	to	train	of>icers	where	gaps	in	training	exist.
